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Intellectual Property Rights

Policy: Ownership of intellectual property rights for the design and delivery of continuing education.
Purpose: To avoid disputes and protect the owners of intellectual property rights for the design and delivery of continuing education and training.

Scope: This policy applies to the Manager, Professional Development; Coordinator, Professional Initiatives; 

designated administrative staff of the R & PD business unit.
Guidelines: 

1. The speaker, instructor/faculty retain the intellectual property rights for the content of the experience, event or program.

2. The learner/participant is prohibited from making or disseminating print, electronic, audio or video copies of the content of the experience, event or program without written permission of the speaker/instructor/faculty.

3. NLN will hold copyright of design and content of any learning event if it has been created as a work of hire.

Procedures: 

1. The speaker, instructor/faculty must complete and sign the Speaker’s Bureau Agreement and Continuing Education Application.

2. The speaker instructor/faculty will place copyright symbol and statements on any original work, including handouts, to signify copyright ownership.

3. Information on intellectual property rights is provided to learners by one or all of the following:

· Published in the Program Book

· Posted on the NLN website

· Stated at the beginning of the learning event
